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HOMOSEXUALITY

The Social Justice Committee of our
church supports Christian organiza-
tions that deal with social justice in
such areas of concern as poverty,
abuse, prisoners, abortion, human
trafficking, and stewardship of the en-
vironment. On a number of these is-
sues the CRC has taken positions,
summarized in a booklet entitled
"Doctrinal and Ethical Positions," pre-
pared by Dr. David H. Engelhard, for-
mer general secretary of the CRCNA.

Because of the debate and various
judicial decisions concerning marriage
in today's society, we wish to present
where the CRCNA stands on homo-
sexuality:

Homosexuality is a condition of disor-
dered sexuality, which reflects the bro-
kenness of our sinful world. Persons of
same-sex attraction should not be de-
nied community acceptance solely
because of their sexual orientation and
should be wholeheartedly received by
the church and given loving support
and encouragement. Christian homo-
sexuals, like all Christians, are called
to discipleship, to holy obedience, and
to the use of their gifts in the cause of
the kingdom. Opportunities to serve
within the offices and the life of the
congregation should be afforded to
them as they are to heterosexual Chris-
tians.

Homosexualism (i.e., explicit homosex-
ual practice), however, must be con-
demned as incompatible with obedi-
ence to the will of God as revealed in
Scripture.

The church affirms that it must exer-
cise the same compassion for homo-
sexuals in their sins as it exercises for
all other sinners. The church should
do everything in its power to help per-
sons with homosexual orientation and
give them support toward healing and
wholeness.
