International Quake devastates Haiti

CHICAGO—Bible League International staff in Haiti frantically
work to regroup and recover from a massive earthquake that
is said to be the worst quake in 200 years. Hundreds are
feared dead, thousands are missing, and many more are to-
tally devastated.

“Haiti is no more,” says Jean Bilda Robert, National Director

for Haiti for Bible League International. This is a time for peo-
ple of all walks of life, regardless of color or religion, to come
together and aid this nation.

The 7.0 magnitude earthquake, quickly followed by several
aftershocks registering more than 5.0, hit near the nation’s
capital of Port-au-Prince on January 12, 2010, Tuesday eve-
ning. According to the Red Cross, an estimated 3 million peo-
ple have been impacted by the quake. Hillside shanty-towns,
the presidential palace, and countless buildings have been
toppled. Corpses lay in the middle of the street.

“Devastated is an understatement,” says Rosilio Roman,
Senior Director of Latin America Ministries for Bible League
International. “There’s no way to totally describe the current
situation in the country. The people of Haiti urgently need our
prayers and support.”

The quake’s immediate impact on our ministry staff is un-
clear. “We have no real assessment available of the needs or
damages due to the great difficulties in establishing commu-
nications with Haiti,” says Roman.

Pierre Philippe, National Director for the Dominican Republic
for Bible League International, was able to briefly speak with
Jean Bilda, late Tuesday. Philippe and other national staff
members from the Dominican Republic will be travelling to
Haiti to locate Jean Bilda and provide support with basic
needs.

Bible League International’s ministry in Haiti began in 2001,
providing local believers with Bibles and training so they can
fulfill the Great Commission. The great need for the Gospel
will continue long after the recovery efforts have subsided in
Haiti.

HAITI

An incredible artistic tradition, cloud forests,

and unique culture are just some of lesser -
known aspects of Haiti. The first Caribbean
nation to attain sovereignty, Haiti's once
promising future has been marred by corrup-
tion, violence, and poverty. Haiti continues to

be plagued by issues of personal security, eco-
nomic decline, and questionable governing.

In February 2006 a new government was de-
mocratically elected. President Preval along
with a parliament can be an asset for a new
beginning in Haiti. The government is collabo-
rating with the UN peacekeeping forces to act
upon the economic and social problems of
Haiti. Much is to be done.

According to newspapers and people on the

streets and market places, the socio - political
situation has not improved yet.
In such an unstable macro context, long -term

development takes on new meaning. CRWRC
has been working in Haiti since 1975. In re-
cent years, CRWRC has joined forces with
other Christian Reformed Agencies in Haiti and
works under the name of Sous Eswpa, which
means "Source of Hope."

Despite the unstable environment of Haiti,
Sous Espwa's work with partners continues to
bear fruit.
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CRWRC Focuses Haiti
Response on Leogane

The Christian Reformed World Relief Committee (CRWRC) will
focus its current emergency response efforts in Haiti on the
town of Leogane about 20 miles west of Port au Prince.

“Leogane is a community where 90% of the people have lost
their homes,” said CRWRC’s Disaster Response Director,
Jacob Kramer of the town of about 175,000 people. “CRWRC
and its partner, PWOFOD, have on-going programs in Leogane
and there is a Haitian Christian Reformed Church there. The
people already know us and hopefully we can work with some
local leaders as we carry out our relief response.”

The United Nations recently reported that Leogane was the
area worst hit by the quake. Their local market was already
dependent on outside food shipments, and this need has now
increased.

“Currently, we are using cash to buy food locally,” said Kramer,
“but these supplies will soon run out. We will then have to ship
food in.”

CRWRC'’s effort in Haiti is currently being organized by Ad de-
Blaeij, CRWRC’s country consultant in Haiti, and Ken Little, a
Senior Disaster Response Project Manager from Burlington,
Ontario. They will be joined tomorrow by George and Toni
Fernhout from Edmonton, Alberta and Lee Mys from Fremont,
Michigan. Mys and the Fernhouts are volunteer International
Relief Managers who have experience organizing and carrying
out disaster response activities.

Lee Mys has served with CRWRC in Indonesia after the 2004
tsunami and also led a food distribution in Kenya.

Following the 2004 tsunami, the Fernhouts stayed for the dura-
tion of CRWRC'’s 3 Y2 year project in Sri Lanka, managing the
complicated owner-driven approach, and engaging the govern-
ment to live up to its obligations. Thanks to the hard work of this
couple, over 800 permanent houses were built across Sri
Lanka. Last summer the Fernhouts were in Haiti to implement
CRWRC'’s response to the three hurricanes. They distributed
food and seed to restart agriculture, handed out goats, and
oversaw the drilling of 15 new wells.

Financial contributions for CRWRC's response are ur-
gently needed. Every dollar makes a difference and now if
Canadians give a donation to the Haiti Earthquake victims
through CRWRC by February 12th, it will double in impact due
to a generous contribution from the Canadian Government.
