Thursday, April 11:  Join the Dordt Music Department for a Community Choir Evening of Worship at 7:00pm in 
the B.J. Haan Auditorium. This event will be a time of worship through choral music, Scripture readings, litanies, 
meditations, and other musical reflections. A combined Community Choir will sing four choral pieces composed or 
arranged by guest composer-in-residence Dan Forrest. The Dordt choirs will join the Community Choir for two of 
those pieces as well as sing a few other Dan Forrest works on their own. 
 
Friday, April 12:  The Dordt University Choral Department will present the High School Choral Festival Concert 
at 7:00pm in the B.J. Haan Auditorium and De Witt Gymnasium. This concert will feature a massed festival choir 
including singers from 13 Christian high schools representing 6 different states, as well as four Dordt choirs: Bella 
Voce women’s chorus, Canons of Dordt men’s chorus, 4th Avenue Singers, Chorale, and Concert Choir. In 
addition, most of the participating choirs will perform one song on their own. Also present for the day festival and 
the concert will be internationally acclaimed composer Dan Forrest.
